The German program at 
North County is truly a one of 
a kind program.  Since being 
taken over 9 years ago by lead 
teacher Katrina Griffin, the 
program has grown to one of 
the consistently largest in the 
state, even expanding down to 
Lindale Middle School.  The 
German teachers and students 
are very excited to be a part of 
S.T.E.M.  German is recog-
nized worldwide as THE lan-
guage of science and engineer-
ing, which is why many uni-
versities offer dual study pro-
grams that incorporate and 
blend German with science, 
technology, engineering and 
math courses through study 
abroad experiences, intern-
ships and university courses in 
the US and abroad.    

The NCHS German program 
is able to infuse S.T.E.M. prin-
ciples at all levels in a variety 
of ways.  Students use tradi-
tional technologies such as 
computers and web based 
activities, document cameras, 
Smartboards, Senteo clickers 

and iPods, as well as web 
based animation programs, 
and the ALICE animation 
program.  Students at all levels 
are make videos and use ap-
propriate editing tools.  As 
students’ grasp of the German 
Language increases, they delve 
more into learning about spe-
cific S.T.E.M. topics in the 
target language.  In German 
III students learn about envi-
ronmental science and renew-
able energy, with a focus on 
cutting edge technologies de-
veloped and used in Germany.   
This unit is aligned directly 
with the AP Environmental 
Science class that many stu-
dents will take in their junior 
year.  Students have completed 
models of energy efficient 
homes, debated about envi-
ronmental problems in the 
community and completed 
personal energy audits of their 
homes, all in German.
